Along with local assessments, the
Forward Exam can provide additional
insight into how your child is progressing
in relation to the Wisconsin State
Standards. Your child's classroom

teacher will provide the dates and times
when testing will occur. Kindly avoid
scheduling appointments during these
times. Please talk to your child about
giving their best effort each day, and
help ensure they come to school well
rested.
